
ACCESS TO PRESIDIO OF MONTEREY BALLFIELDS
RULES AND REGULATIONS

The Presidio of Monterey (POM) has allowed the City of Monterey to once again access and use specific fields for recreational
purposes.  It is imperative that you read, understand, and follow these rules and regulations in order for us to continue using these
fields.

1. To get on base you must enter through the Private Bolio Road gate off of Lighthouse Avenue.  This is the only gate that you
will be allowed access through.  Once you have entered the gate stay on Private Bolio Road until you come to the sign that
says Soccer Fields.  Turn left at sign.  Parking is available on Stilwell Avenue or you may turn left on Plumber Street and then
right on Patton to access the parking lot on your left-hand side.  To exit, make a right turn on Patton and then right on Private
Bolio Road.

2. The driver of every vehicle entering the base must have and be able to produce the following: a valid driver’s license, proof of
liability insurance and valid registration.  You will be denied entry without all three of these documents.

3. Every passenger 18 years and older MUST have a photo I.D.  Adults will not be able to enter without one.

4. YOU MUST INFORM THE FIELD SPORTS OFFICE OF ALL THE DRIVERS AND ADULTS THAT WILL POTENTIALLY BE
ENTERING THE BASE TO PICK UP/DROP OFF PARTICIPANTS OR TO WATCH GAMES.  The Field Sports office will
maintain a master list of these individuals.  This list will be given to the POM Police Department.  Any changes to the list
must be reported to the Field Sports office by Thursday proceeding a game by calling 646-3969.  Any driver/adult
attempting to enter the base that is not on the master list will not be allowed to enter.  The POM Police Department requires
that you provide your driver’s license number and state of issuance.  This information will be maintained on the master list.  If
you do not provide this information, you will not be allowed to enter.

5. Your vehicle will be subject to random searches at any time.  DO NOT ARRIVE LATE!  Plan on arriving at least 20 minutes prior
to the start of the game to allow time for a potential vehicle search.  All games will start on schedule regardless of the number of
players present at starting time.

6. You are entering a Federal military installation.  OBEY ALL TRAFFIC LAWS.

7. Do not attempt to overload your vehicle with people to save time, this includes placing people in the back of pick-up trucks.
Every passenger must be in a factory-approved seat with a buckled factory-approved seat belt.

8. If you have ANY outstanding warrants, tickets, have a suspended or revoked driver’s license or have failed to pay court ordered
child support, DO NOT ATTEMPT TO ENTER THE BASE BECAUSE YOU WILL BE ARRESTED ON THE SPOT.

9. NO VEHICLES, PEOPLE, OR PETS ARE ALLOWED ABOVE STILWELL AVENUE.

10. Pick-up and remove ALL of your trash and personal belongings.

11. Access to the base can be denied at any time for any reason by the military.  If this occurs, follow the back-up plan.  (Monterey
High School).  If you have any questions regarding the back-up plan, please call 646-3969.

12. You may NOT drop-off or pick-up participants at the gate.

13. Anyone not participating in a game must remain on the field or in the parking lot.

14. ACTIVE military personnel must follow access procedures as established by the base Commander.
